**BATTERIES RECYCLING INFO**
*The POSITIVE terminal of a battery is the end with the small round bump sticking out. 

*Only use CLEAR tape if taping the positive terminal. Don’t cover the chemistry or voltage information on the battery. 

*NO TAPE REQUIRED*
Tape is NOT required for any of these batteries, but if you are unsure, go ahead and use CLEAR tape on the POSITIVE end of the terminals.

- "Heavy Duty" Zinc Carbon 
- Nickel Metal Hydride (NiMH) or Nickel Cadmium (NiCd) ​(less than 9 volts) 
- Electronic Batteries (plastic casing intact, recessed terminals, no breaks)

*TAPE REQUIRED*
(CLEAR Scotch, Duct, Electrical, & Shipping Tapes)
Tape the POSITIVE terminal (the round bump sticking out) of these batteries with CLEAR tape before putting them in one of our containers. 
- ALL Lithium & Lithium-ion with exposed terminals 
- All Lead Acid Batteries
- ALL Button and Coin Batteries
- ALL Batteries OVER 9 Volts
- Electronic Batteries (Only if the casing is broken or terminals are exposed)
